Abstract Submission Guidelines

1. The abstract submission deadline is November 23, 2009. There will be no exceptions.

2. Abstracts should be reports of completed original research, interesting case reports, or critical reviews of the literature.

3. Incomplete projects will not be accepted.

4. Titles should be no more than 20 words.

5. The text of the abstract should be no more than 300 words.

6. The presenting author must be the first author. Faculty within 2 years of their initial appointment may also be presenters.

7. The email address of the faculty supervisor/mentor must be provided. Faculty supervisor must be included as an author. This person will be asked to approve of the abstract before submission is completed.

8. Please choose the correct category for the presenter information and abstract category from the drop down menus.

9. For abstracts which present original research please use the subheadings: Hypothesis, Objectives, Methods, Results, Conclusions, and Funding Source. 

10. For literature reviews please use the subheadings: Method of Review, Findings, and Conclusions.

11. For case reports please use the subheadings: Objectives, Findings, Significance for Practice.

12.If the work was supported by a grant or other funding mechanism (such as corporate donation) the source of funding must be listed (e.g. NIH, etc). If study was supported by the College, then please acknowledge the College of Dentistry as a funding source.

13. Please be aware that all human subject or animal research must have appropriate approval.

14. Remember to return to the home page when you have completed your abstract and click on the submit button.

15. Proof read your abstract. Please be sure to carefully review the abstract. No corrections will be made after abstract submission.
